Request for assistance from the Future Bridge fund

The Future Bridge fund was established to support activities that promote bridge.  It was intended primarily to help regional activities, that is to say, while individual club applications may be considered, priority will be given to requests whose outcomes are likely to benefit an area or a number of organisations rather than a single one.  Requests for assistance, for example for a teaching seminar where no fees are charged, are unlikely to be favourably received. Subsidies will not be considered for food. The intent of any subsidy requested should be to help offset costs over and above those covered by charges to attendees, or by what the club/group is putting up itself. It should not be used simply as a way of reducing charges to attendees. The fund is administered jointly by the Victorian Bridge Association (VBA) and the Federation of Affiliated Bridge Clubs of Victoria (FABCV).

To apply for assistance for any activity, all relevant detail must be supplied. Failure to do so may result in rejection or delay in any decision. Correctly filling out the form will assist determination of how much of the costs will be defrayed. You must provide proof of expenses, as receipts, etc at the conclusion of the project. In general, no request for more than 50% of costs (actual or estimated) will be considered.

Please complete and forward the form to ‘Future Bridge’ (c/o VBA) before and after your event. If before, then any funds left over after the event (from the grant made) must be refunded. If after, please attach relevant receipts, purchase orders, etc.
